BACKGROUND
The South Valley Water Reclamation Facility (SVWRF) serves the communities of Midvale, West Jordan,
Midvalley Improvement District (Cottonwood Heights), Sandy Suburban Improvement District (Sandy), South
Valley Sewer District (South Jordan, Draper, Riverton, Bluffdale, Copperton) and other unincorporated areas of
Salt Lake County. The UPDES permit consists of discharge, pretreatment, biosolids, and storm water
components. The Facility is located at7495 South 1300 West in Midvale, Salt Lake County, Utah. The plant
design flow capacity is 50 MGD with a peak flow of 85.5 MGD. Cunently the flow is averaging around 25
MGD. The modification is to correct the permit and reflect previously approved modification of monitoring
frequency.
