The Utah Clean Fuels and Vehicle Technology Grant and Loan Program, funded through the Clean Fuels and Vehicle Technology Fund, provides grants and loans to assist businesses and government entities in covering:

Program Guidelines

· The annual combined total for all approved grants shall not exceed a maximum of $500,000.  
· The maximum amount that may be approved by the Department for a loan or a grant is $200,000 per project; the minimum amount that may be approved is $5,000 per project. 

· The maximum number of vehicles purchased, converted, or retrofitted using grant funds by any fleet operator shall not exceed 100 vehicles. 

· 19-1-403 (1)(b) and R305-4-9 describe all of the restrictions for the Loan Program. 

· 19-1-403 (1)(c) and R305-4-8 describe the restrictions for the Grant Program. 

· Loan rates for a private sector vehicle shall be made at an interest rate provided by Subsection 19-1-404(2)(c). (Review the current loan rates.) 

· A maximum of 2 years will be allowed to complete each project.
