The application should be written to be understandable by regulatory agencies, landfill 
operators, and the general public. The application should also be vwitten so that the landfill operator, 
after reading it, will be able to operate the landfill according to the requirements v^th a minimum of 
additional training. 

Copies of the Solid Waste Permitting and Management Rules, the Utah Solid and Hazardous Waste Act, 
along vAth many other useful guidance documents can be obtained by contacting the Division of Solid 
and Hazardous Waste at 801-538-6170.

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APPLICATION 

INTRODUCTION 

This report serves as the application renewal for the Tri City Class IV Landflll located 
approximately 1/2 mile East of US 89 southvv'est of Kingston, Utah. The purpose ofthe 
application is to conply with the Administrative Rules ofthe Utah Solid and Hazardous Waste 
Committee, Utah Department ofEnvironmental QuaUty. 

The Piute County Solid Waste Special Service District has acquired approximately 27 
acres at the site and has set aside the property for operation of a Class IV fecility / Source 
Reduction Site. The faciUty compUes with Piute County's soUd waste management plan and is 
capable of servicing Circleville's, Junction's and Kingston's current and fixture needs. The site is 
located in an area which accommodates residents ofthe Tri City area and southem Piute County 
and permits monitoring on a regular basis. In addition, the site is relatively isolated, has sloping 
topography, and has positive characteristics when considering precipitation, and available cover 
materiaL Exhibit 1 is a general vicinity map depicting the site.

It should be noted the Piute County Solid Waste Special Service District has developed 
cooperative soUd waste disposal agreements with other govemmental entities within its 
boundaries. Future agreements, special service district operation, and altemate 
ownership/operation scenarios may require modification ofthis section ofthe permit. In addition, 
the District may contract site operations with private entities or haulers. Piute County SoUd 
Waste Special Service District will notify the Executive Secretary ofany changes in responsible 
party status at least 30 days prior to their effective date. 

GENERAL DESCRIPTION 

The Tri City Class IV LandfiU is a natural attenuation facility designed to fiilfill the current 
and fiature inert solid waste disposal needs of southem Piute County, Utah. The fecUity 
encompasses a total of 27 acres and provides service to CtrcIeviUe, Junction, Kingston and 
unincorporated areas under the jurisdiction ofthe Piute County Commission. Annual average 
waste volumes are estimated at less than 5 tons per day, and precipitation is less than 10 inches 
per year. FacUity plans are included in other sections ofthis document. 

LEGAL DESCRIPTION 

The Tri City Class TV LandfiU is legally described as that portion ofthe southwest 1/4 of 
the southeast 1/4 of Section 16, Township 30 South, Range 3 West lying east ofthe existing 
county road and containing approximately 27 acres. The facility is located on property owned by 
the District. A project location map is included as Exhibit 2. 

The faciUty's main gate is located on an existing county road 115° 12' 08" longitude and 
38° 1 r 52" latitude near the center l/16th comer ofthe southeast 1/4, Section 16, Townsh^) 30 
South, Range 3 West. Lands surrounding the fecUity on the north, south and west are private 
lands. Property east ofthe site is owned by the State ofUtah and may be purchased in the fiiture 
to accommodate growth. 

No formal zoning ordinances exist in the vicinity ofthe Class IV landfill. An expanded 
zoning process is being considered by Piute County; fiiture poUcies and ordinances wUl 
accommodate the Tri City Class IV Landfdl as they are adopted. 

WASTE TYPES/AREA TO BE SERVED 

Waste accepted by the Tri City Class TV Landflll is comprised of inert waste, 



construction/demolition waste, yard waste, dead animals, tires or tire derived material, and other 
waste approved by the Executive Secretary. The facUity wiU also temporarUy store recyclable 
materials prior to transportation to regional faciUties. Special waste shall only be accepted and 
handled in accordance with Administrative Rule R315 and subject to the conditions ofthis permit. 

Dead animals are the only special waste authorized for permanent disposal at the Tri City 
Class TV Landfill Dead animals received at the facUity shaU be deposited onto the working face 
at or near the bottom ofthe cell with other soUd waste, or in a separate disposal trench and wUl be 
covered daily with a minimum of six inches of earth to prevent odors and the propagation and 
harborage of rodents and insects. 

Bulky wastes such as car bodies, fumiture, and appliances will be stored in a separate area 
ofthe landfill for future disposal at a permitted Class I, IT, or V Landfill or for recycUng. Other 
special wastes identified m the regulations wUl not be accepted at the facUity unless specifically 
authorized by the Executive Secretary. 

The service area consists of aU lands within the legal boundaries of Piute County. 
However, considering the location ofthe facUity and additional solid waste disposal fecUities 
being permitted in other areas ofthe County, it is anticipated the service area wUl be practicaUy 
Umited to the residents of southem Piute County. Exhibit 3 Ulustrates the service area for the Tri 
City Class IV Landfill. 

PLAN OF OPERATION 

The plan of operation required by Subsection R315 can be found in other portions ofthis 
application. 

REQUIRED FORMS 

The daily record form used to record weights of volumes of waste received required by 
Subsection R315 is included as Exhibit 4a. The form for recordmg inspections for hazardous and 
PCB wastes is included as Exhibit 4b. 

INSPECTIONS 

The owner or operator wiU inspect the fecUity to prevent malflinctions, deterioration, 
operation errors, and discharges which may result in the release of wastes to the environment or a 
threat to human health. The owner or operator will conduct these inspections at least once each 
quarter and will complete the inspection bg included as Exhibit 5. The inspection log willbe kept 



for a minimum of 3 years fi'om the date ofinspection. 

The Executive Secretary or any duly authorized officer, employee or representative ofthe 
Board may, at any reasonable time the facUity is open and upon presentation of acceptable 
credentials, enter the facility for inspection purposes. Copies of all sampling, monitoring, and 
testing records, including photographic, video, and electronic data, and aU data, communications, 
and results ofthe inspection shall be fiimished to the owner and to the operator within a 
reasonable time. An inspection record containing a Ust ofany deficiencies and recommended 
actions wUl be furnished to the owner and to the operator within a reasonable time. The inspector 
may also discuss problems and make preUminary recommendations prior to leaving the facUity. 

WATER QUALITY REVIEW 

State regulations aUow the Division ofWater Quality to pemiit landfills by mle. 
Therefore, a groundwater discharge permit is not required. In addition, the Tri City Class TV 
Landfill is not subject to location and groundwater standards imposed for other classes of 
landfills. No leachate coUection devices are planned for the Tri City Class IV landfill. 

FINANCL\L ASSURANCE 

A detailed financial assurance plan as required by R315 is included in other sections ofthis 
document. The Tri City Class TV LandfiU has estabUshed a dedicated escrow account with 
satisfectory controls approved by the Executive Secretary for financial assurance sufficient to 
assure adequate closure. Withdrawal and use ofthe funds shall be for closure purposes with the 
approval ofthe Executive Secretary. Funding that exceeds the approved amount for closure -
post closure operations may be used for other landflll purposes with the concurrence ofthe 
Executive Secretary. Minimum payments of $4,000.00 per year will be made until the account 
achieves a $20,600.00 balance. Piute County reserves the right to alter the fmancial assurance 
mechanism as bonds, insurance, guarantees and other vehicles become avaUable. 



PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING REPORT 

REQUIRED MAPPING 

A map complying with the requirements of R315 depicting the boundaries ofthe landfill 
unit, borrow areas and fill areas was included as Exhibit 6 ofthe original permit appUcation. The 
map has been updated and is included herein. Groundwater monitoring weUs and landfiU gas 
monitoring points are not required for Class TV landfills and do not appear on the map. 

A USGS topographic m^ complying with the requirements of R315-310-4(2)(a)(U) is 
also included with original permit appUcation. 

ZONING STATUS 

No formal zoning ordinances exist in the vicinity ofthe Class TV landfill. As an expanded 
zoning process is being considered, fiiture poUcies and ordinances wUl accommodate the Tri City 
Class TV Landfill. 

SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT COMPLLANCE 

The Piute County Solid Waste Management Plan requu-ed by Senate Bill 255 identifies the 
need for development of several Class TV landfllls capable of long term service in the planning 
area. The plan fiirther recommends that development ofthe facilities be made a top priority in the 
coming years. The Tri City Class TV Landfill is a fiilfiUment of that recommendation and is in 
complete compUance with the County's SoUd Waste Management Plan. 

SERVICE AREA 

The service area for the Tri City Class TV Landfill may consist of aU lands within the legal 
boundaries of Piute County. However, considering the location ofthe facUity and additional soUd 
waste disposal fecUities being permitted in other areas ofthe county, it is anticipated the service 
area will be practically limited to the residents of southem Piute County. Exhibit 3 illustrates the 
service area for the Tri City Class TV LandfiU. 



RECORDED PLATS 

Plats and a statement of feet conceming the location of any disposal site shaU be recorded 
as part ofthe record of title with the county recorder not later than 60 days after certification of 
closure. Records and plans specifying soUd waste amounts, location and periods of operation 
may be kept and may be available for public inspection. 

ACCEPTABLE WASTE TYPES 

The Tri City Class TV Landflll will not accept for disposal any other form of waste except 
constmction/demolition waste, yard waste, inert waste, dead animals, tires or tire derived 
materials. Recyclable metals and other commodities may be temporarily stored in designated 
areas ofthe facUity untU they can be transported to an authorized recycUng / disposal faciUty. 

ACCESS CONTROL 

Owners and operators ofthe Tri City Class IV LandfiU wUl employ measures to prevent 
the disposal of unauthorized waste by insuring that at least one person is onsite during hours of 
operation. Unauthorized access and disposal during closed periods wUl be prevented by 
controlling entry. Lockable gates, fences, natural barriers, berms, and other methods willbe 
employed to insure access to the fecUity is controlled. 

EMISSION PREVENTION 

Appropriate measures to prevent emissions of fiigitive dust wUl be enployed when 
weather conditions or cUmate indicate that transport of dust off-site is Uable to create a nuisance. 
Preventative measures may include watering access roads and covering wastes with soU. 

FIRE PREVENTION 

The hazard of unauthorized fires wUl be reduced by covering wood, timbers, and other 
combustible material with soU as needed. A specific portion ofthe landfiU wUl be set aside for 
yard wastes. These wastes may be bumed during appropriate times ofthe year (March 30 - May 
30 and Sept. 15 - Oct. 30) or chipped for fiiture use. Burning wUl under the direction ofthe 
County Fire MarshaU and in accordance with State Law. 



CLOSURE 

Closure operations wUl be performed on an ongoing basis. When a portion ofthe landfill 
attains final elevation, and sufficient working area exists to place final cover, closure operations 
win be initiated. Closure wiU consist of leveling the wastes to the extent practicable and fiUing 
any voids posing a physical hazard. Contouring as necessary to produce an aesthetic q)pearance 
may also be conducted. Wastes wUl then be covered with a mmunum of two feet of soU, 
including six inches of native materiaL An altemate cover system may be ircqjlemented, if it can be 
demonstrated it meets appUcable standards. Constmction ofthe final cover wiU be performed 
with onsite personnel or may be contracted with private enterprise. 

Closed portions ofthe landfiU may be seeded with grass, shaUow rooted vegetation, other 
native vegetation, or covered in any other manner approved by the Executive Secretary. Closed 
areas wiU be randomly examined as part ofthe quarterly inspection. Any deficiencies will be 
repaired as soon as practical. For those faUures which jeopardize the environmental integrity of 
the facUity, corrective measures wUlbe initiated immediately. 

No alternate land use for closed sections has been developed to date. Closed cells wUl 
remain under thejurisdiction ofthe landfill manager and the property owner. If altemate land use 
plans are developed, they wUl be addressed during the permit renewal process, or a separate 
permit modification maybe submitted.. The final cover design Uhistration is as foUows: 

6" Native Soil / Vegetative Cover 

18" Final Cover 

Waste 



CLOSURE PLAN 

CLOSURE SEASON AND YEAR 

Closure operations at the Tri City Class TV LandfiU wUl be performed on an ongoing basis. 
Adequate edacity exists at the landfiU to continue operation for many years. A final closing date 
cannot be determined at this time. Ongoing closure operations wUl generaUy be performed fi"om 
May through October, the normal frost fi-ee constmction period, or as weather permits. No area 
larger than 0.5 aaes that has achieved final elevation wiU remain open longer than 6 months. 

FINAL COVER, SEEDING, CONTOURING 

Closure operations wUl consist of leveling, contouring, placement of appropriate covers 
and seeding as necessary to reduce infiltration and preserve the integrity ofthe completed areas of 
the landfiD. Areas ofthe landfiU containing waste and reaching final elevation wiU be closed 
within 6 months. Closure operations wiU inchide leveUing and contouring with intermediate cover 
to reduce infiltration and ponding. Excess material may be stripped and utiUzed in other 
operations or left in place. After grading operations promoting drainage are complete, earthen 
material which increases the total depth to cover 2 feet including 6 inches of native material wUl 
be instaUed. Upon completion ofthe covering operations, closed areas wiU be seeded. The seed 
mixture shaU be developed after consuhation with local range speciaUsts and verifying avaUabUity 
of local seed markets. Recently closed sections ofthe landfill wiU be evaluated as part ofthe 
quarterly inspection process and wUl be placed on postclosure status. 

Areas used for temporary storage wUl be cleared ofany remaining debris and contoured to 
slopes flatter than 2:1. Seeding wUl be conducted only when consistent with soU types, moisture, 
and vegetative viabUity. 

SITE CAPACITY 

Site capacity for the entire Tri City Class TV LandfiU cannot be accurately estimated. 
Assuming an initial 20 acre parcel, trench style operation ( 40 ft. bottom width, 4:1 side slopes, 30 
ft. depth ), three 8.5 foot Ufts of waste with 1.5 foot intermediate cover, and an average density of 
900 lbs. per cubic yard, waste volumes can be estimated at 528,000 cubic yards or 237,600 tons. 

ACTTVE FILL VERSUS CLOSED AREA 

The active area ofthe Tri City Class TV LandfiU is not anticipated to exceed 0.5 acres. 
Current operations are confined to less than 0.2 acres. The closed portion ofthe landfill wUl 
initially be 0 acres and may increase as much as 0.5 acre per year during the Ufe ofthe feciUty. 
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For the ten-year Ufe ofthis permit the closed to active ratio would range from 0 to 25. 

CLOSURE TIMING AND NOTIFICATION 

Closure activities at the Tri City Class IV LandfiU wUl be performed on an ongoing basis. 
The Executive Secretary wiU be notified of closure progress by reviewing annual reports, and by 
contacting Division of SoUd and Hazardous Waste inspectors who have visited the site. 
Considering the ongoing nature of closure operations and the justification for performing closure 
operations as a ceU reaches final elevation, alternate notification procedures may not be feasible. 

INSPECTIONS 

Inspections by regulatory agencies shaU be as described in other sections ofthis permit. 
The permittee shaU aUow the Executive Secretary ofthe Utah SoUd and Hazardous Waste 
Control Board or an authorized representative, including representatives from the local District 
Health Department, upon presentation of ^propriate credentials, to enter during operating hours 
and/or inspect at reasonable times any facihties, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or 
required under this permit. 

A record ofthe inspection may be made by photographic, videotape, electronic or other 
reasonable means, and a copy of any such record shaU be provided to the owner and the operator. 

CLOSURE COSTS AND MECHANISMS 

Closure costs were estimated using regional cost data and projections for a third party to 
perform the work and considering the largest area ofthe disposal fecUity requiring final cover 
during the operatmg period. Cover operations considered only those areas used for permanent 
disposal and containing waste. Closure operations will consist ofan 18" infiltration layer and a 6" 
vegetative layer onan area not exceeding 15,000 sq. ft., seeding and administration. Closure costs 
are estimated at $6,100.00; the fiinding mechanism is a dedicated escrow account. 

RUNON AND RUNOFF SYSTEMS 

No technical devices are proposed to control runon and mno flf systems at the Tri City 
Class IV LandfiU. Best management practices, ( berms, dUces, ditches, contouring, etc. ) will be 
implemented to assure the integrity ofthe mnon/runoflf system. Runon and mnoff from events 
smaUer than the 25-year storm wiU be controlled. 

Runon control consists of implementing best management practices and using natural 
characteristics ofthe site to intercept any surfece waters and channeUze potential mnon away 



from areas containing waste. Landfill topography slopes to the west, and natural drainage 
channels are redirected as needed to prevent minimal surface flows from inpacting active areas. 
Excess excavated material stockpUed at the edge of active areas also redirects flows, and the main 
access road, which bisects the fecUity, is used to convey stormwater collected inside the fecUity. 

Runoff wUl be controUed by containing accumulated precipitation within the active area. 
Trench style constmction and stockpUing excavated material at the edge ofthe active area wUl 
prevent precipitation which contacts waste from exiting the site. During the active life ofa cell, 
additional minor control berms and ditches may be constmcted on an as needed basis to assure 
integrity ofthe system. After closure, final cover will be graded to promote drainage, and surfece 
flows wiU not be pemiitted to contact waste. Considermg the extremely Umited precipitation, 
native soU characteristics, natural topography, construction techniques, and the inert nature of 
acceptable waste, mnon / mnoff control features for the facUity are more than adequate. 
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PLAN OF OPERATION 

INTRODUCTION 

This document constitutes the plan of operation for the Tri City Class TV Landfill and is 
intended to cortply with guideline R315 ofthe Utah Division of SoUd and Hazardous Waste 
Administrative Rules.

INTENDED SCHEDULE OF CONSTRUCTION 

The Tri City Class IV LandfiU is capable of meeting soUd waste disposal needs for 
southem Piute County for more than 50 years. The facUity was constmcted in 1995 and wiU 
continue operating throughout the Ufe ofthe permit. 

The initial ceU was planned for a capacity of approximately 2 years and wUl be expanded in an 
ongoing manner as portions ofthe ceU attain final elevation. 

HANDLING PROCEDURES 

One ofthe purposes ofthe Tri City Class TV landfiU is to expand integrated soUd waste 
management techniques in Piute County. The fecUity wUl be separated into various disposal areas 
including: 

1. Yard Wastes. 
2. Constmction / Demolition Wastes. 
3. Dead Animals. 
4. Recyclable Metals. 
5. Other Categories as Need and Markets Develop. 

Yard wastes are vegetative matter resulting from landscaping, land maintenance; and land 
clearing operations including grass cUppings, pmnings, and other discarded material generated 
firom yards, gardens, parks, farms, and similar facUities. This tj^e of waste does not include 
garbage, paper, plastics, sludge, septage, or manure. 

Yard wastes brought to the landfiU will be placed in the designated area, separated by type 
(chippable tree limbs & bushes, grass clippings, and trees, tmnks & stumps). The material will be 
held untU it can be bumed, chipped or placed at the working face ofthe landfill. AU buming wUl 
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be done in accordance with Utah State Law and under the direction ofthe County Fire Marshal 
and only during the perbds of March 30 through May 30 and September 15 through October 30. 
No trash, rubbish, tires, or oil may be used to start the fires. Open burnmg is prohibited at the 
landfiU, so yard wastes must be separated from the working area prior to burning. Separation 
may occur through the use of berms, trenches, pits, distance, or appropriate fences. Trees, 
tmnks, and stumps may be cut and used for heating fiiel, slope protection, barriers, or in other 
approved projects. Grass clippings and chipped material may be distributed for landscapmg 
projects, soU amendments, or other appropriate uses, including cover in other areas ofthe fecUity. 

Constmction / demolition material, includmg fencing designated for disposal will be 
brought to the working face where it wUl be dumped and spread. Large timbers and recyclable 
lumber wUl be separated and held for reuse. This waste wUl be covered as needed to avoid a fire 
hazard. Cover material may include fire resistant materiaL 6 inches of earthen material, or an 
altemate cover approved bythe Executive Secretary. Any temporary alternate covers wUl be 
removed at least monthly, and waste wUl be covered in such a manner to prevent fires. No fires 
wUl be permitted within this area ofthe landfiU. 

Dead animals wiU be handled in accordance with administrative rules. Dead animals 
received at the faciUty wiU be deposited onto the working face at or near the bottom ofthe ceU 
designated for dead animals, or in a separate disposal trench. AU dead animals, including carcass 
Umbs, wUl be completely covered daUy with a minimum of six inches of earth to prevent odors 
and the propagation and harborage of rodents and insects. When the situation arises that dead 
animals must be deUvered to the fecUity during closed periods, generators wiU be required to 
contact the owner and arrange for a landfiU operator to be present during disposal. Permission for 
entry may be granted after pertment information includmg date, name of generator, number and 
type of animals disposed is provided. Animals delivered to the landfill under this scenario will be 
covered with six inches of earthen material as soon as practical but no later than the next day the 
facUity is open. 

BuUcy wastes including large appliances, fiimiture, car bodies and recyclable metals may 
be stored at the facUity temporarUy while a sufficient volume is being coUected for transportation 
to a recycling facUity or end user. These materials wUl be stored m a neat and tidy manner and in 
an area designated for such puiposes. Bulky wastes stored for more than one year will be 
transported to a facility permitted for fmal disposal of these materials. Batteries and fluids wUl be 
removed from car bodies prior to acceptance at the landfill. 

Recent changes in the soUd waste regulations permit acceptance of tires and/or tire 
derived material at Class TV facUities. Tires and tire derived material will be received and treated 
as construction / demoUtion waste untU such time that a separate tire monofil or hauUng to a 
recycler becomes feasible. Some fiinding is avaUable for hauling waste tires to a recycler and 
storage in a separate facUity through Utah's waste tire recycUng act. 

Equipment to be used at the fecUity wUl consist primarily ofa buUdozer owned by Piute 
County. When additional equpment is needed it wiU be borrowed/leased from Piute County. 
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This may include loaders, tmcks, trackhoes, backhoes, and graders. Other processuig equipment 
wiU be acquired as fiinds and needs dictate. 

INSPECTIONS AND MONITORING 

At least one employee wUl be on site when the fecUity is open to the pubUc to perfomi 
inspection and monitoring fimctions. Inspection and monitoring at the Tri City Class TV Landfill 
wUl be conducted in two components: 1) routine and 2) compliance. Routine inspections willbe 
conducted on each incoming load of material as it enters the facUity and is deposited to prohibit 
receipt of unacceptable wastes. In addition, random checks will be made durmg deposition, 
spreading, and covering operations to insure protection ofthe environment and absence of 
nuisances. Waste screening inspections wUl be made by trained personnel; operational inspection 
wUl be made by supervisory landfiU personnel. 

Compliance inspections willbe conducted quarterly to assess the integrity of cover, the 
condition of side slopes and vegetative cover, and the impacts of erosion. In addition, the detailed 
quarterly inspection wUl include a review to verify compUance with aU permit conditions and state 
and federal regulations. 

FIRE/EXPLOSION CONTINGENCY PLAN 

In the event ofa fire or an explosion that prohibits deposition on incommg waste in the 
existing ceU, the landfiU wiU be closed, and incoming waste vkdU be diverted to an altemate fecUity. 
Altemate facUities may include other permitted Class IV landfiUs in the area, the Johns Valley 
LandfilL the Wayne County LandfiU, the Sevier County Landfill, or other pemiitted sites. Upon 
resolution ofthe unexpected event, the facUity wUl be reopened. 

LandfiU fires and explosions are difficuh to control and require diflferent techniques than 
many incidents handled by local volunteer fire departments. For this reason fires and/or 
explosions at the Tri City Class TV LandfUl wiU be managed by landfiU personnel However, local 
fire departments will respond to provide assistaiice if requested by the landfill manager. The 
outline for procedures to follow in case of fire or explosion is: 

1. Secure Affected Area 
2. Divert Incoming Waste 
3. Isolate Fire / Explosion 
4. Suppress Incident if Possible 
5. Request Additional Assistance if Needed 
6. Report & Record Necessary Information 
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CORRECTTVE ACTION FOR CONTAMINATED GROUND WATER 

This section describes corrective actions to be taken by owners and operators ofthe Tri City 
Class TV Landfill to regain compUance with protection levels ofthe permit in the event releases 
are discovered and acceptable concentration Umits for groundwater are exceeded. 

No nionitoring wells are proposed for the Tri City Class TV Landflll. However, ifthe 
concentration of parameters in down gradient wells exceed the acceptable concentration Umits as 
substantiated by confirmatory analyses, owners and operators ofthe Tri City Class TV Landfill 
wiU implement a corrective action program as outlined in R315. 

CONTINGENCY PLAN FOR OTHER RELEASES 

This section describes corrective actions to be taken by the Tri City Class TV Landfill to regam 
compliance with the protection levels ofthe permit in the event releases are discovered and 
acceptable concentration Umits are exceeded. 

WTien the concentration of parameters exceed acceptable Umits as substantiated by 
confirmatory analyses, owners and operators ofthe Tri City Class IV LandfiU wUl implement a 
corrective action program approved by the Executive Secretary. 

EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE 

Active collection systems for leachate and / or explosive gases are not proposed for the 
Tri City Class TV Landfill. Therefore, no maintenance wUl be required for these items. 
Maintenance of equipment used in day to day operations wUl be performed by landfill employees 
or contracted mechanics in accordance with manufecturers recommendations and industry 
practices. 

RUNON/RUNOFF CONTROL 

Piute County wUl control the runon and mnoff resulting from the 25 year event from 
contacting solid waste and leavmg the landfUL This wUl be accompUshed through a series of best 
management practices as described above. Each ceU wUl be contoured or surrounded with berm 
style StockpUing of excess excavated material. The berms wiU vary in height and wiU prevent 
unanticipated flow of surface waters into the active areas ofthe fecUity. 

In addition to contouring / berms, natural topogr^hy, drainage channels, and the main 
access road wUlbe used to direct surface drainage to desired areas. Any intermittent washes 
existing onsite wiU also be redirected away fi-om any area which has received waste. 
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EXCLUSION OF HAZARDOUS WASTE 

As a mral Class IV landfill, the Tri City facility is in a favorable position regarding 
exclusion of hazardous waste. Generalfy, aU waste wiU be delivered by local, known generators. 
The waste wUl be observed as it is deposited. During periods the landflll is open to the public, at 
least one percent ofthe vehicles and other suspicious loads wUl be directed to dispose of their 
material near the working fece in a manner that permits inspection prior to unloading. The waste 
generator wUl be detained whUe the load is inspected; if unacceptable hazardous substances are 
encountered, they wUl not be unloaded, and appropriate authorities wUl be contacted. 
Considering the population served, waste volumes generated, and complexity ofthe soUd waste 
stream, these measures are considered to be adequate. 

A section documenting the results ofthe fomial inspections outlined above has been 
included as part ofthe daUy record forms (see Exhibit 4b). Including hazardous/PCB waste 
records on the daUy record forms wUl aUow landfill managers to incorporate mspections into their 
daily routine and wiU permit regulators to review inspection patterns efficiently while examining 
waste volumes. 

DISEASE VECTOR CONTROL 

The waste accepted at a Class IV landfiU should not attract possible disease vector 
animals. The primary method for disease vector control at the Tri City Class IV Landfill will be 
limiting wastes to those types approved by the permit and providing an appropriate cover as 
needed to prevent fires. The cover wiU consist of a 6 inch layer of earthen material completely 
covering dead animals and carcass limbs.. 

Rodents and other vermin wUl not be pemiitted to burrow in the active area ofthe landfiU, 
and trapping or extinction methods wiU be inplemented to protect the integrity ofthe disease 
vector control program 

ALTERNATFVE DISPOSAL 

Alternative waste handling procedures for periods when the landfill is not in operation wUl 
be similar to procedures for fires and explosions. Waste wUl be diverted to aUemate disposal 
sites. Ahernate facilities may include other permitted Class TV landfdls in the area, the Johns 
VaUey LandfiU, the Wayne County LandfiU, the Sevier County LandfiU, or other fiiture landfiUs. 
Procedures wUl continue in this manner untU operations at the landfill can return to normal. 

In the event of equipment breakdown that cannot be repaired in a reasonable time frame, 
equipment wiU be borrowed from contributing entities or leased from local distributors. It is the 
intent of owners and operators to have dedicated equipment at the landfill over a period of time 
and to acquire appropriate backup equipment. 
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CLOSURE/POST CLOSURE 

Closure of active portions ofthe Tri City Class TV Landfill contemplates contro lUng, 
preventing, and eliminating threats to human health and the environment from post closure escape 
of solid waste constituents, leachate, landfiU gases, contaminated runoff, or waste composition 
products to the ground, groundwater, surface water, and the atmosphere. A final elevation has 
not been determined, but it is anticipated that cells wUl not exceed 30ft. above natural ground 
level. Adequate capacity exists to extend the landfiU well beyond the life ofthe permit. When an 
area containing waste and exceeding 2500 square yards reaches final elevation it wUlbe covered 
within 60 days with 12 inches of intermediate cover and graded to promote drainage. The surface 
shaU be free from ponding and shaU minimize infiltration. Not more than 6 months after 
completion ofthe intemiediate cover, the area wUl be covered with an additional 12 inches ( 24" 
total depth ) of earthen material including 6 inches of native materiaL 

Post closure care of inactive sections ofthe landfUl wiU consist of removing surfece debris, 
contouring or maintaining the integrity ofthe final and vegetative covers. Any areas subject to 
erosion will also be corrected, and appropriate measures wUl be inplemented to identify and 
eUminate the source. Groundwater monitoring, leachate coUection, and gas coUection are not 
proposed for the Tri City Class TV LandfilL Therefore, closure and post closure activities 
associated with these fimctions wiU not be performed. 

FINANCIAL ASSURANCE 

A financial assurance plan has been developed for the Tri City Class TV Landfill and is 
contained in other sections ofthis document. The plan consists of insuring that sufficient funding 
is available within 5 years for the closure ofthe largest area ofthe landfdl that is active at any 
time. Cost estimates were developed considering a third party perfomiing the work. 

TRTUNING AND SAFETY PLAN 

No standardized training program exists for operators ofthe Tri City Class TV Landfill. 
Ahhough LandfiU Operator and Waste Screening training courses provided by the SoUd Waste 
Association of North America (SWANA) are not fiilly appUcable to the operations at the landfill, 
the Piute Coimty SoUd Waste Special Service District may elect to send selected errpbyees to 
receive such training. 

Safety procedures wUl conform to OSHA guideUnes, and personnel wUl be encouraged to 
participate in additional landfiU management, waste screening, safety, and first aid workshops that 
are more applicable to the Tri City Class TV Landfill. Training wiU primarily consist of discussing 
operational modifications during regulatory inspections and updating practices as regulations 
progress. 
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RECYCLING 

Recycling means extractmg valuable materials from the waste stream and reuseing them as 
viable products. Technical recycling ê qjertise is not avaUable and reUable recycUng markets do 
not exist for solid waste disposed at the Tri City Class TV LandfUL In an effort to promote source 
reduction and fiiture recycling, large appliances, car bodies, and some ferrous metals will be 
stored onsite until they can be transported to an appropriate recycUng/salvage fecility. 
Compostable material may be diverted to areas designated for mulching or buming. However, no 
formal recycling or remanufacturing program is anticipated for this faciUty. 

ACCESS CONTROL & ONSITE PERSONNEL 

Fencing wUl be placed around accessible portions ofthe active ceU and any intermediate 
closed areas with a lockable gate provided at the main entrance to the facUity. The fence wUl 
consist of at least four strands of barbed wire. The absence ofany roads and existmg topography 
surrounding the site reduce the possibiUty of unauthorized vehicular traffic. 

LandfiU personnel wUl be onsite when the feciUty is open to the pubUc. The schedule for 
operation ofthe Tri City Class TV Landfill varies throughout the year and wiU be posted at the 
main gate. Operation times can also be obtained by contacting the Piute County Special Service 
District. 

Authorized collection vehicles operated by personnel under contract with the landfill as 
operators and containing constmction waste, yard waste, dead animals, or waste tire material may 
be entering the landfiU when the facUity is not open to the pubUc. Waste wUl not be accepted 
from the public during these periods. The District intends to revise the scheduled operation ofthe 
landfiU as the need arises and solid waste volumes dictate. 
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FINANCL\L ASSURANCE PLAN 

INTRODUCTION 

This section ofthe permit describes compliance with Subsection R315, Financial 
Assurance ofthe Administrative Rules for Solid Waste Permitting and Management. Cost 
estimates consider the most expensive option during the period and are based on a third party 
perfonning closure and post closure care. 

MECHANISMS 

The initial mechanism proposed for use at the Tri City Class IV LandfUl is a 
dedicated escrow account with the State Treasurer. Funds in excess ofthe estimate Usted below 
may be used for capital improvements, to offeet rate increases, operational expenses and other 
items deemed necessary by landfiU managers onfy. after requirements for closure and post closure 
are complete. The Tri City Class TV landfiU may after the mechanism to inchide insurance, surety 
bonds, trust funds, or other options as they become feasible with Executive Secretary approval. 

SCHEDULE OF PAYMENTS 

The Piute County Special Service District has made payments to a dedicated escrow 
account with the State Treasurer's office to insure the avaUabUity of sufficient funds for closure 
and post closure care. Additional payments wUlbe added to the fiind until the balance exceeds 
the minimum closure / post closure requirements. 

COST ESTIMATE 

Cost estimates were developed by a professional engineer considering the largest area of 
the disposal facUity requiring final cover during the operating period and using projections for a 
third party to perform the work. The cost estimate was developed using Oklahoma Department 
ofEnvironmental Quality and Utah Division ofSolid & Hazardous Waste guidelines and 
considered average annual bid prices received by the Utah Department of Transportation and 
local fectors including tmcking costs, avaUabUity of on-site material, and regional cost data. A 
cost estimate detailing major closure and post-closure components is included below. It should be 
noted the Tri City Class IV LandfUl is a minimum service facUity. Most items usuaUy identified 
for Class I and Class II closure / post closure care are not appUcable to the Tri City Class TV 
LandfiU. Only appUcable items are included below.
